This site could be developed for purely middle units, due to their size, configuration and the
typically low demand in the locality. As a result, no
further units have been built on the site and the site
is under-used.

o The site is located within easy walking and
cycling distance of Barnham railway station and
the shops and community facilities located in
Barnham.

The site is conveniently located in relation to
access to the A27, A29 and A259.
