'vag had a response from our developer services team and will have 1o refer you {o the planning authority as
discussed.

Legislation requires the planning authority to publish all representations made to a planning application and make
them publically available for inspection, including those from Southern Water.

Planning applications are dealt with by our Developer Services team. They found the response 1o this planning
application {screenshot below}, which may help. As it is a recent response it may not vet bg availabls on the
authority’'s website.

As discussed, we work in collaboration with planning authorities and developers to ensure that necessary
infrastructure is delivered in a timely manner. We actively respond to planning consultations and will ask for planning
conditions if we identify that new or improved infrastructure needs to be delivered in parallel with the development.
